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Size: From 3 to 7 cm ML (13.2 cm ML).

Habitat and biology: Demersal, neritic
living close to soft bottoms. Found
usually from the surface down to 200 m.
Oceanodromous species. Feeds on
crustaceans, molluscs and small fishes.

Importance to fisheries: Bycatch
species. Caught commonly to rarely with
bottom trawls and beach seines, rarely
with entangling nets. An active trawl
fishery targeting this species, exists in the
western Mediterranean.

Distribution: Mediterranean, common
to occasional in the area. Neighbouring
Atlantic.
