Habitat and biology: Demersal, over soft
bottoms, at depths ranging from 10 to
100 m. Feeds on small fishes, bivalves,
crabs, shrimps, worms, and jellyfishes.
Importance to fisheries:  Bycatch
species. Caught occasionally with bottom
trawls, beach seines and entangling nets.
Potentially dangerous species, can inflect
serious wound with venomous serrated
spines present on tail.

Distribution: Introduced via the Suez
Canal. Occasional to rare species from
Turkey to Egypt. Indo-Pacific.
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
